Using the WebCT Discussion Tool for PSY 366

1. Log in to WebCT and select this course. WebCT courses also can be accessed via iCampus.

2. Click on the Discussions icon on the course homepage.

3. Choose the topic you would like to read/ post to (e.g., Getting to Know You, Got Questions?, Your Thoughts). You should see a page listing a few discussion options and the messages in that topic.

4. Read the previous posts. The first post in each topic is from me. It includes specific details that should be included in your messages.
a. Click on the green triangle before a message to open the thread and view/read the messages contained in it. The green triangle should point downward in order to view the messages inside.

b. Click on an individual message to read it.

c. Use the arrow keys at the bottom of the message to navigate through the messages (or go back to the topics page to select a new discussion topic).

d. Note: Messages in the Discussion Tool are threaded, meaning they are organized by topic/theme. You can see the threading by noting the arrows and indenting of each message (e.g., replies are noted with arrows). 

5. To post a message, first open a message to which you want to reply (see instructions above).

a. Click the reply button at the bottom of the message to send your reply. 

b. Enter the text of your message. 

c. Attach a file by selecting the appropriate file and attaching it.

d. Click the post button at the bottom of the window to post your message.

e. You may use the compose message button to begin new themes within a topic.

6. Remember that discussion posts are public (i.e., viewable by all members of our course) and traceable (i.e., your WebCT login and posting time will be displayed). Please make sure that the content and tone of your postings maintain respect for your colleagues and the discipline as a whole.
