Project Option 1: College Student Selection  (see link on 340 Homepage for data set)

This study examines predictors of college students’ academic and job search success. Records from college students were consulted (with students’ permission) to determine their ACT scores, their high-school GPA, their first-semester college GPA, their gender, their major, and whether or not they were successful in finding a job after graduation that was related to their major.  

Research questions for this option are: (You must address all 5 questions…)
1. a) Does high-school GPA predict one’s college GPA? If so, how strongly? b) Do ACT scores predict one’s college GPA? If so, how strongly?
2. Do high-school GPA and ACT scores together combine to significantly predict college GPA?  Together do they do a better job than either predictor did individually (in question 1)?
3. Do men and women have a significantly different mean high school GPA in your sample?

4. Use all 3 college majors present in this data – are there any significant differences based on college major in mean levels of: a) high-school GPA, b) ACT scores, or c) college GPA?  If there are significant differences, which majors differ and on which dependent variable(s)?
5. Was there an interaction between gender and success in finding a job after graduation in explaining college GPA?  Is there a main effect of gender in explaining college GPA?  Is there a main effect of success in finding a job in explaining college GPA?
