Oral Presentation Procedures and Grading

Presentations: April 27 and 29 

Students will work in groups to formulate and present a short research talk based on our class experiment.  Presentations should include an introduction to the topic and question of interest, a description of the experimental design and task, a description of key results, and a discussion of the implications and explanations of findings (see Chapter 13 and class notes for details). Presentations should be approximately 15-20 minutes and should incorporate visual aids (overhead transparencies or Power Point slides). Please discuss your visual aids with Dr. Hund ahead of time to ensure success (and minimize technical difficulties). All group members should be involved in putting together the presentation, as well as presenting during class time. Group members will evaluate their own and others’ contributions to the group process.

Grading will be based on the content of presentation, as well as its presentation (e.g., oral delivery, visual aids, answering questions). The presentation is worth 20 points. Participants will receive summative feedback from the instructor, as well as formative feedback from classmates.  Content grades will be identical for all individuals in the group. Presentation grades may differ across individual group members.
